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Behind door number one is a 

nineteen year old girl who 

began a drug addiction at age ten. 

She’s met her biological father, but 

doesn’t have contact with him – she 

isn’t bothered by that because he 

was abusive to her. Her mother also 

struggles with 

drug addiction 

and lives a 

very unstable 

life – wavering 

back and forth 

in just about 

every area of 

her life. This 

girl has been in 

numerous foster 

homes and had 

been a

re-occurring 

visitor at juvenile detention. Last 

year she completed a drug and 

alcohol program, succeeded at 

attaining her GED and transitioned 

to live on her own. She did well for 

a while, but like her mother, she 

too wavers back and forth. She lives 

with her boyfriend, struggles with 

employment, has no goals, and just 

survives day to day. She doesn’t 

know how to live a stable life – she 

wasn’t taught growing up. And she 

is now due to deliver her first 

daughter any day now.

     Behind door number two is a 

seventeen year old boy who also 

grew up with an addict for a 

mother. He suffered her fist many 

times. His father left when he was 

very little, but he’s had many 

“surrogate” fathers as his mother 

had many men. He has been in 

numerous foster homes throughout 

his life. At 

one time he 

lived at the 

Jackson 

County youth 

shelter for a 

year – there 

was no other 

place for him 

to go. He has 

been in a foster 

home – with the 

same family – 

for about five 

years now. He’s a senior in high 

school, plays sports, does very well 

academically – and seems to 

succeed in most things he 

endeavors. He looks to the future 

with ambition and hope. 

   The interesting thing about these 

two stories is that this young lady 

and this young man are sister and 

brother. While they grew up in the 

same home, suffered the same 

abuses, and had the same mother, 

their lives seem to be going in 

different directions. The answer

to that mystery is behind door 

number three. 

    Door number three is the family 

who said “yes” to taking in this 

young man to raise him as their 

own. A family 

who saw an 

opportunity to 

help make a 

difference for 

the life of one 

young person. 

A family, who 

at times 

struggles and 

may often ask 

themselves 

“what have 

we gotten 

into?” A family who refused to 

say “no”. These stories show how 

committed adults can make a

huge difference in the lives of 

young people. Service like this

isn’t without sacrifice – but it is 

worth it! I doubt this family, at the 

end of their life, will ever regret 

being used by God to help change 

the life of another.
