   On the last night at our campfire 
session, many students shared what

week. Many students who had just 
received or recommitted their lives 
to Christ got up and shared about 
their decisions. Students shared for 
over two hours! There was much 
rejoicing heaven that night!  The 
highlight for me was seeing one 
of our Campus Life girls come to 
Christ. All week she would come
to me and tell me what she thought 
of my messages (I was the evening 
speaker). She had many questions 

and comments. The night before 
she made her decision, she told me 
that her family would not be happy 
if she became a Christian. •My mom 

warned me not to become a Christian 
at campŽ she said.  When I asked 
her why, she told me that her mom 
might have had a bad experience 
with religion. After she committed
her life to Christ I asked her, 
•Are you sure you want to follow 
Christ?Ž She told me, •I want God 
in my life; I don•t think my family
will understand, but it•s what I 
wantŽ! The choice to follow Christ 
for this young lady was well thought 
out, but not easy. She was so excited 
about her new faith in God, but I 
could see fear in her also.
